3.3 Each boat/sailboard entered shall have a valid class Registration or Measurement Certificate
issued by South African Sailing.

3.4 Any class of boat or saihlboard (Formula Windsurfing) of which there are a minimum of ten
entries by 12.00 on 25" March 2005 will be considered a class for this regatta.
